The emendation of 1127 '73ﬂ to WQ_"TQWD in v. 5 (Kraus,
Dahood) is unnecessary, because the metaphorical expression of death,
ghlaly '337'[, does not refer to the deadly ropes entangling the poet but to the
territory of the dead separated from this world by 92m, the measuring
rope. This interpretation of ﬁWD"'?:T'[ harmonizes with the other
metaphorical expression of death in v.5, '73." '7:1 " '?T'IJ (the torrents of wadi),
which implies a winding flow, like a line of rope. Furthermore, the
metaphor of death in v. 5 appears again in v. 6 with the mirror image
structure A (M172775217 "13938), B ("3INp2° Hp* 52 571 /B
(37220 IR 52, A @ "W *IMTD), in order to impress on
the readers’ consciousness the fatal danger surrounding the poet.
